T late Mr. Gould shovtly before his decesse told me his wishes with regard to such of his works ss should
remain unfinizhed at the fime of his death; and it is in accordance with these® instructions that the * Birds of

Asia’ hos now been brought to a clese.

The work was commenced in 1850, and during the thirty-three years that have elapsed no legs than 530 species
have been figured ; but of eoursea large number of Asiatie species still remuin unnoticed, The long eonnexion

which had e

ted between Mr. Gould and ornitholog

te-in all parts of the globe enabled him to obiain an ¢

it af rare and newly described species ; and \consequently many birds are figured in the present work, illust

of whiely ure niot to Be found elsewhere. Had the author lived he would doubtless have endeavoured to complete
the ¢ Birds of Asia’in its eotirety, 25 the subject was one in which he took the greatest personal interest.  As
fur as the writer is concerneéd, he has had but o small duty to perform, as the Plates for the concluding parts of the

work bud nearly ail been designed by Mr. Gould before his death, and have been faithfully produced on stone

by hiz old and valued coadjutor Mr. Hart,

I have endeavoured to write the eoncluding articles as I believe Mr. Gould would have wished them to have

been done, and

: far as-possible in harmony with the rest of the work.. In every case the initigls © 1L B, 8." are

appended, so that.any errors or omissions-can be saddled on the right shoulders,

The worlk has been arranged according to the classifications adopted by Mr. Gould throughout his lifetime 3 and
10 giving title-pages and indexes to the speeies, I have added the exact dates of publication; for: the benefit of
ornithologists who wish to quote the work:

INTRODIGEL 0N,

In' having been sugrested to us by Mr. Sotheran, the proprictor of the late Mr. Gould's Ornithological

Works; that some few utroductory remarks on the eompletion of the “Birds of Asia® (one of the worky

left unfinished at the death of the lste Mr. Gould) would be acceptable to the Subscribers, we have
attempted to give a brief' ontline of the history of Asiatic ornithology during the past thicty years. It is
difficult for us, whose path has been smoothed by the labours of the excellent ormithologists who have
devoted themselves to the stlll[}' of oriental birds, to carry our minds back to the year 1850, when Mr. Gould

commenced to write the present werk on the Birds of Asia, at a time when such names-as those of Hume,

Blanford, Davison, David, Prjewalsky, Severtzoff, and Swinhoe were unknown to fime. In 1830 the

golden age of ornithology was but commencing, * The Ibis' was not yet publislied, and such an idea as the
ealling into existence of a journal entively devoted to Indian ernithology was undreamt of.  Only one year

previously bad Gray completed his great work on the Genera of Birds, which tabulated amd pliced in

order all the then known genera and specic

i and this was closely followed by the ¢ Conspectus Aviam * of
Prince Bonaparte and the * Catalogae of the Musenn Heineanum " of Dr. Cabanis.  But although the three
last mentioned works will always be celebrated for the order which they introduced into the Class ey,
thieir work did not affect Asiatic ernithology in particular, and the eredit of first setting in order the

ornithology of India rests with two naturalists—Jerdon and Blyth. Before Mr. Gould's work commenced, the

former had finished his “Catalogue of the Birds of the Peninsula of India,” while for many years Me. Blyth

hid been engaged in publishing those 'unpurlmn. notes and synopses of Indian bivds, in the * Journal of the Asiatic

Society of Bengal,’ which even at the present day are stadied with advantage by the ornithologist.  Then,

rosulted in the publication of a list of Philipping birds by Dr. von Marténs, which, however, was
not very satisfactorys but the explorations of Dr. A, B. Meyer were of more enduring importance,
as it was peincipally ‘on his collections thiat the excellent memoir on the Birds of the Philippine
Archipelago by the Marquis of Tweeddale was founded.  Following closely upon this, we curselves

sublished a list of the birds obtained by D Steere, who visited many of the islands on which no
I ) 3

naturalist had before: set foot, and whose collections contammed o large number of new forms. Perhaps

the most interesting rosult of D Steere’s expedition. was the demonstration that the Philippine Island
of Palawan possessed a distinct DBoruean and, therefore, Malayan element—a result whieh has been
amply confirmed by Mr. Alfred Everett in the same island. The latter waturalist was sent by Lord
Tweeddale; and his expedition has proved to be one-of the most important ever undertaken in the
Tndian reoion. Like Dr. Steere be also visited many istands not before trodden by an ornithologist,
and obtained a large number of beantiful nevelties,

Such is a brief retrospect, as far s our experience allows us:to make it, of the progress of oriental
ernithology since the year 1830, when Mr. Gould issued liis first part. KEvery one mwust admit that
it swonld be far easier now to attempt gich a work, although so vast is the extent of the Indian
region that each year records a Firge increase i our knowledge of Asiatic birds. It would almoest seem
as i we had tow once more reached a period of quiescence, such as supervened upon the publication
of Horsheld and Moore's * Catalogue,” and Jerdon’s * Birds of India. Let us lope that this is not

the case, and that Mr. Hume, who lLas done so muel for the increase of our kuowledse of Indian

birds, will not allow his pen to remain dry, that Colonel Godwin-Austen will, on the rermination of

his present important work on Mollusca, be uced to give us a connected catalogue of the birds
of North-eastern Bengal, that Captain Wardhaw Ramsay will publish a catalogue of the Tweeddale

collection, and that Mr, Blanford will not allow his retirement from India to interfere with  the

publication of his useful works on the zoology of that portion of the globe.

Tuze Otogyps calews is a truly Indian species, for it inhabits every part of that great peninsula; but it is
not. s0 grogarious‘ nor found in such areat numbers, as the other members of the genus.

Dr. Adams states that It is found in Bengal, the Deccan, and Lower Himalayan Range, but does
not travel any distance into the interior of the mountains. This speeics is easily distinguished from the
other Vultures by the red eolour of the skin and neek. In size it is less than Gyps Bengalensis, the total
length being abont 24 feet.”

But by far the most valuable account of this species is that given by Captain Burgess, in the * Proceedings
of the ?)oulogic:ll Sociot:,' of London ' for 1854, where he savs 1 —

“This Vulture, as far as I bad opportunities of observing it, is much more common in the Deecan than
either the large (Fudtur indicus) or the small brown Vulturé (/ultur Bengalensis). 1 'have never, however,
seen more: than two or three together, and these generally in the low ranges of hills which intersect that
part of ‘the eountry. As this bird has doubtless been already figured, it is not my purpose in these notes
to enter into-any deseription of it, but merely to state what I have observed of its habits, faod, manner and
time of nesting, with any other nformation regarding it which I may lave gained by actual investigation,
or learned from eredible sources. In its habits this Vultare, I should certaiul}- say, 15 not grggariuus; I do
not remember to have seen more than four or five together; and then it has been for the purpose of
partaking of a social meal. Tt flies in eireles, with the wings extended, apparently without motion, and
with their tips pointed npwards, the legs being stretched out beneath the tail, The food consists of
decaying animal substances: one which I shot drinking in a stream disgorged the entire leg of a cat.
It breeds during: the months of February and March. In my notes taken at the time [ find the following :
—*March 7.—Found to-day, on the top. of a rather low Peepul (a species of Banian tree), the nest of a
Black Vulture, on which one of the old birds was sitting., The nest, whieh was very 1;1rge, was built of
small sticks 3 it contained one ege.  On the same tree, a pair of the Black-headed Ihis ( Thntalus melano-
ceplatus) had also built theirmnest. . . .. .. March 19.—S8hot a male Black Vulture sitfing on one ega s
the nest was abenut a yard in ciccumference, built on the top of a thoruy tree; it was composed of the
thorny branches, and other sticks below it. Among the. thorny twigs forming the nest were two small
nests, belonging to birds of the Passerine order, containing young.! In both these cases only one egg was
found, of a pure white colour, 3:% inches in Tength by 3% inches in width. In a third also ouly one erg
was found, The natives say the bind Liys two eges, containing a male and a female bird : but these facts
seem opllosnd to such a statement.”

Lam indebted to J. H. Gurney, Esq., for permission to copy the drawing of this speeies of Vulture, niade
for him by Mr. Wolf from @ fine living example,
Base of the bill, face, and wattles naked and of a dull red; raff ai the base of the neck white; downy

feather on the fore part of the neck pale brown : the remainder of the plumage black, with a wash of grey
on the shoulders and the outer webs of the primaries; legs and feet deep pinkish red : nails black.
The figure, which represents a fully adult male, is abont ene-third of the natural size.

Sixoe 1838, when 1 published the first edition of my  Monograph of the Trogonide," wherein T stated that

my late friend M. Temminek’s figure of the female, published in his * Planches eolorices des Oiseaux,” was
taken from the then unique individaal in Baron Laugier's eolleetion, and uy own from a specimen of each
sex transmitted to the Zoological Society by H. Cuming, Esy., numerous examples of both sexes have
reached this countrys and I have also personally examined the specimens in the Maseum at Washington,
which had been obtained by the United States Exploring Expedition in the Island of Mindanao— the loeality
whenee came Baron Langier's specimen.

The researches of the Ameriean naturalists enable me to give a more correet representation of this beautiful
bird thaw I could when my Monograph was published, since they have carefully noted the colouring of the
soft parts. The information respecting this species of Trogon is still, however, extremely meagre, the
following short note, transeribed from the ¢ Mammalogy and ﬂrnilhulﬁg_v of the United States Exploring
Expedition, 1858," being all that has been recorded :— Both Dr. Picke
oceurrence of this five species on the Island of Mindanao, one of the Philippines.

The male has the head, back of the neck and ear-coverts dark blood-red. approaching to black on the
foreliead and eéar-coverts; throat black 5 back and upper tail-coverts einnamon ; wing-coverts and secon-
daries black, crossed with fine irregular lines of white ; primaries black, margined externally with white ;
two centre tail-feathers reddish ehestnut, tipped with blick; the two next on each side wholly black 5 the
three outer ones blackish brown at base, largely tipped with white ; the shafts and a series of tooth-like
wigrkings on the inner webs blackish brown 5 chest delicate rose-colour, the remainder of the indersurface
searlet; *bill bright yellow, the base green s ophthalmic region ultramarine blue ; ingide of the mouth
yellow; feet olive-green ; the palms and claws yellow ; irides brown.”

The female has the crown of the head, cheeks, and upper surface dark cinnamon-brown ; throat
clouded with blackish brown: breast and all the under surface light sandy brown, becoming of a yellower
hue on the under tail-eoverts ; wing-coverts and secondaries blackish brown, crossed with lines of sandy

brown g tail as in the male,
The Plate represents two sexes, of the size of life. The plant is the Hoya einnamomifalia.
